The Tasmanian Environment Protection Authority is-currently drafting the Project Specific Guidelines to
detail the requirements for our planning.and environmental studies. These Guidelines will be publicly
advertised in the next few weeks with the opportunity for everyone to make a submission.

In the upcoming months we will be in the process of gathering data and understanding potential constraints
to the proposed wind farm layout. We are expecting to do a minimum of four seasons of bird studies. At the
end of four seasons we will be able to identify all flora and fauna, heritage as well as other constraints and
concerns. During that year of studies we will keep in touch and make contact with community members to
follow up on the issues raised.

We would like to thank the community for their patience while we ensure the constraints of the site are fully
understood before we revise the layout and make it available to the community again.
